
Country Critters - Horse

MATERIALS:
Forster® Woodsies® and Woodsies® Too:

Ovals - 1 small, 13 medium, 4 large
Circles - 1 small, 1 medium
Stars - 1 small
Triangles - 4 small

Two 7 mm wiggle eyes
10” length of 1/8” wide satin ribbon
21” length black yarn
Acrylic paint: brown

Miscellaneous items: Craft glue, paintbrush, scissors, and black
fine line permanent marker. FOR ADULT USE ONLY: Glue gun and
glue sticks, and craft snips.

INSTRUCTIONS:

1 HEAD: Stack together and glue two sets of two medium Ovals.
SPACER & NECK: On one pair of Ovals, glue one small Circle at one end and one
medium Oval angled as shown (Fig. 1). EARS: An adult can use craft snip to cut two
points off a small Star. Glue points to other end of Oval. Glue other pair of medium Ovals on top,
sandwiching neck, ears and spacer.

2 BODY: Stack together and glue two sets of two large Ovals. SPACER: On one pair of
Ovals, glue a medium Circle at center. Glue neck to body at one end as shown (Fig. 2). 
Glue other pair of large Ovals on top, sandwiching neck and spacer.

3 LEGS: Glue four sets of two medium Ovals together, overlapping at an angle to make
leg (Fig. 3). Glue two legs to each side of body as shown. HOOVES: Position and glue
small Triangles to end of each leg so horse will stand upright on table. Paint horse brown.

4 FACE: Glue one wiggle eye to each side of head. Optional: With marker draw
eyebrows and line across bottom of each hoof.

5 MANE AND TAIL: Cut twelve 1” lengths yarn. Glue three pieces yarn to head in front
of ears (Fig. 4). Glue nine pieces yarn side-by-side along the back of neck. Let dry. Trim to
desired length and fluff slightly if desired.  TAIL: Cut three 3” lengths and glue to horse as
shown. Fluff ends if desired.

6 HARNESS: Cut 5” length ribbon. Wrap around neck and glue to each side of head near
nose (Fig. 5). Wrap and glue remaining 5” length around nose and trim off excess length.
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
