
Birdhouse Magnet

MATERIALS:
Forster® Woodsies®:

Triangles - 2 small, 1 large
Circles - 3 small, 1 medium
Squares - 1 large
Octagons- 3 small

One Forster® Craft Stick
Acrylic paint: Dusty green, deep blush, 

yellow, brown, and soft blue
14-1/4" length of 24 gauge floral wire
Nine small ivy leaves (silk or cut from green felt)
Small amount Spanish moss
1” length of magnetic strip

Miscellaneous items: Craft glue, paint brush, scissors, and permanent fine line
black felt tip marker. FOR ADULT USE ONLY: Glue gun and glue sticks.

INSTRUCTIONS:

1 PAINT: Paint as follows:
Dusty green: Large Square
Deep blush: One large Triangle
Yellow: Three small Octagons
Brown: Three small and one medium Circle
Soft blue: Two small Triangles

2 BIRDHOUSE: For roof, position and glue large Triangle on to large Square overlapping 1/4". For hole, glue
medium Circle to front of large Square.

Referring to Finished Illustration and Fig. 1, use permanent marker to draw details. Glue birdhouse to Craft Stick
creating pole.

3 FLOWERS: Glue one small Circle centered on small Octagon. Repeat to make a total
of three flowers. Refer to Finished Illustration and use permanent marker to outline flower
petals, filling in areas that are not petals. For vine, cut an 8" length wire and with 1-1/2"
extending from side of birdhouse, wrap and spot glue around Craft Stick, ending at base.
With scissors, cut 1-3/4", 2", and 2-1/2" length wires and glue to base of craft stick. 
Glue a flower to each stem. Glue a pinch of Spanish moss over wire ends. Randomly
glue leaves to wire stems and vine. 

4 BIRD: For nest, glue small amount of Spanish moss to roof. To make bird, refer to
Finished Illustration to glue two blue Triangles together. Use permanent marker, to outline
bird, filling in areas that are not part of the bird. Position and glue bird to nest. 
Glue magnet to back.
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
